The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m. on November 4, 2019, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments. 
Minutes from the October 7, 2019 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mr. Hays made the motion to approve the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mrs. Rodibaugh seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
The October 2019 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Ms. Pyle.  Mr. Leer made the motion to approve the financial statements, pay the outstanding bills and approve the budget adjustments.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and it was approved.  
The board considered action on the 2020 FCGCD board of directors meeting schedule.  The schedule was reviewed and discussed.
The board considered action on the 2020 FCGCD Holiday schedule.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Leer made the motion to approve the holiday schedule.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

The board considered action on declaring the Wilcox aquifer non-relevant for DFC planning purposes in Groundwater Management Area 12 (GMA 12).  Mr. Van Dresar presented a memorandum from Paul Kirby and Andy Donnelly of Daniel B. Stephens & Associates detailing why the Wilcox aquifer is non-relevant in the Fayette County GCD as it applies to planning.  Mr. Van Dresar stated that there are no producing groundwater wells in the aquifer and that the water quality in the Wilcox makes the aquifer unusable at this time for any purpose.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Hayek made the motion to declare the Wilcox aquifer, in Fayette County, non-relevant for planning purposes in GMA 12.  Mr. Leer seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Region K Water Planning Group held a meeting on October 9 in Austin.  The primary purpose of the meeting was to discuss water management strategies for the region.  For Fayette County, the group is recommending developing new groundwater use for manufacturing and expanded use of groundwater for mining and county other to meet water needs in the future.

· GMA 15 held a meeting on October 10 in Victoria. The main topic of discussion was the preliminary model runs by the consultant based on information received from the member GCDs and a discussion of aquifer uses and conditions.   Additionally, general business items were discussed for the GMA.

· As of October 29, most of Fayette County is under D2 (Severe Drought) conditions.
· Rainfall averaged 4.05 inches total.  The gauge at Carmine collected the most with 4.78 inches and the gauge at Muldoon collected the least with 3.40 inches.
