The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m. on February 3, 2020, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none. 
Greg Trlicek, of Trlicek & Co., P.C., presented the 2018-2019 Financial Audit.  Mr. Trlicek guided the board through the audit report explaining the line items of the audit that was conducted. Mr. Trlicek stated that the financial statements were stated fairly, giving an unqualified opinion of the financial statements of the district.  This is the best opinion that can be given for a financial audit.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Leer made the motion to accept the audit.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
Minutes from the January 6, 2020 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mr. Hays made the motion to approve the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
The January 2020 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Ms. Pyle.  Mr. Hayek made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills. Mr. Hays seconded the motion and it was approved.  
Mr. Van Dresar presented the District Manager’s report to the board:

No complaints were received during the month of January.

Meetings and Public Education:

On January 15, I gave a presentation to the La Grange Rotary Club at the Czech Heritage Center.  Approximately 20 people were in attendance.  Topics included a background of the district, what we do for the citizens of Fayette County, and future plans.  Several questions were asked at the end of the presentation.

General Business

1. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15 (See attachments)

· GMA 15 held a meeting in Victoria on January 9.  The member district discussed the water supply needs and management strategies of the GMA.  This is one of the nine required points to consider when setting desired future conditions for the aquifers.  Information provided during that discussion showed that the FCGCD will have a MAG sufficient to meet the districts needs at the 2070 horizon date.  Additionally, there was a discussion from Goliad County GCD regarded stating two desired future conditions for their district, one for GMA 15 to be used for the planning process and one for the district to use to manage the aquifer(s).  
· GMA 12 held a meeting in Milano on January 29.  The member districts discussed the hydrology of the aquifers and the total aquifer storage within the GMA.  This is one of the nine required points to consider when setting the desired future conditions for the aquifers.  The members also discussed possible pump file scenarios to use for planning the desired future conditions.  During the meeting I stated that Fayette County GCD would select PS7 as the pumping scenario and not PS9.  Errors were noted in the drawdown tables for PS9.  I stated that I would discuss this information with my board.  A white paper was approved that will be presented to State Legislators at the next session describing how the districts in GMA 12 worked together and how the GMA process works.
2. Update on Permit Approval 

· No permits were approved by the General Manager during the month of January.
3. Drought Conditions (see attachments)

· As of January 29, approximately all of Fayette County is under D1 (Moderate Drought) conditions. 
· Rainfall averaged 2.50 inches total.  The gauge at Colorado River above La Grange collected the most with 2.96 inches and the gauge at La Grange collected the least with 2.03 inches.
4. Update Legislature and News Articles

· Two unsold properties were processed in the month of January.
